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The Gaoshan people, with a population of about 400,000, have lived in Taiwan Province
of China for generations. They mainly engage in agricultural production, planting rice,
sweet potatoes, millet, and so on. Some tribes also make a living by hunting and fishing.
The Gaoshan people do not have their own written language, but their oral literature is
rich, including many myths, legends, and folk songs. Singing and dancing are part of the
Gaoshan people’'s life, and they gather together to sing and dance during festivals. The
Gaoshan people also have a keen interest in carving, and the most common carving is the
image of a snake body with a human head.
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
